 Entries received by closing date (8 February 2009) will receive preference

 Heats and final to be three laps run on the long course

 Top twelve boats will be placed into heats

 Heats will be run back to back on Sunday

 The six (6) fastest boats from the heats will be in the final

 Pole positions in heats and final will be drawn out of the “hat” by driver or their agent

CARL AUGUSTINE CHALLENGE TROPHY
 Entry restricted to 2 litre inboard boats open hull

 Six boat, 4 lap scratch race on the short course, pole boat start

 Entries received by closing date (8 February 2009) will receive preference

 If seven or more entries are received by the closing date boats will be required to qualify for the final

 Qualifying may be by time trial or heats at the discretion of the race controller

BOB DUNLOP MEMORIAL
 Entry restricted to unlimited V8 racing runabouts

 Six boat, 4 lap scratch race on the short course, pole boat start

 Entries received by closing date (8 February 2009) will receive preference

 If seven or more entries are received by the closing date boats will be required to qualify for the final

 Qualifying may be by time trial or heats at the discretion of the race controller

SALLY NAGEL MEMORIAL
 Entry restricted to 3 litre inboard open hull

 Six boat, 4 lap scratch race on the short course, pole boat start

 Entries received by closing date (8 February 2009) will receive preference

 If seven or more entries are received by the closing date boats will be required to qualify for the final

 Qualifying may be by time trial or heats at the discretion of the race controller

ROSS KNIGHT OPEN HYDRO CUP
 Entry restricted to Open Inboard Hydroplanes

 Four boat, 4 Lap Scratch Race on the long course, pole boat start

 Entries received by closing date (8 February 2009) will receive preference

 If five or more entries received before the closing date boats will be required to qualify for the final

 Qualifying may be by time trial or heats at the discretion of the race controller

FACILITIES
